® Be aregular civil servant or regular faculty member of RUB (If there are applications from both civil service and RUB,
civil servant is preferred in the selection process.)

e In principle, have published at least one peer-reviewed article/ paper* in a related field of the research plan.
* The following applicants are included under the requirement:
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1) an applicant who has a prospect for publication of a peer-reviewed article/ paper (who has a paper under
peer-review).
2) an applicant who has a concrete plan to publish a peer-reviewed article in an academic journal in collaboration with
his/her intended faculty supervisor.
Have a recommendation from the supervisor of his/her current duty office
o (Reference Letter should contain an evaluation of applicant’s performance at work and relevance of his/her
research theme to his/her career.)
Have a recommendation from the expected academic adviser(s) of the applying university
o (Submission of a draft academic guidance outline or a supervisory plan is desirable.)
Have proficiency in English, sufficiently fluent for studying in Japan
Should have a sound mind and body.
