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Teachers are expected to meet the needs and strengths of learners with different backgrounds to provide

effective appropriate instructions. They take into account following various key concepts to engage
learners in daily classroom instructions.

Differentiated teaching strategies refer to the approaches or innovative procedures used to reach a
goal involving a wide variety of texts, tasks, processes and products suited to the various learning needs
of a diverse range of learners.

Gender refers to the social, opportunities and challenges associated with being male and female.
Needs are observable gaps between a learner’s present knowledge or the competence and the curriculum
standards identified as necessary for the class level.

Interests are personal preferences, likes or dislikes, which must be considered in the teaching-learning
process.

Experiences refer to skills or knowledge that a learner gets from doing something.

Differentiated instructions based on learners’ gender creates equal educational opportunities for learners
to begin in the classroom and with the teacher. A teacher needs to promote learning experiences that are
equitable for all learners without showing a preference for any group or individual over the other.
The following are some suggestive teaching strategies to address gender equality in the teaching-
learning process:

e establish and use class rules targeted to promote equality by engaging learners.

e Uuse a classroom seating plan that supports equal participation of both boys and girls.

e have academic and behaviour expectations for all learners by avoiding making things easier for
either male or female learners.

e Use group activities regularly to maximise learner engagement, both male and female, especially
those who are not comfortable speaking in front of large classes.

e use gender-neutral language when referring to a group or in the instructional process.
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
