2.4. Applicants must have demonstrated English proficiency, preferably on one of the two recognized tests 

of language proficiency (TOEFL, IELTS); and 

2.5. Applicants must provide a statement of purpose explaining their interests in the study.

3.1. Civil Servants applying for this scholarship must fulfill all relevant criteria prescribed in BCSR 2023, in 

addition to CGI’s criteria; and 

3.2. Applicants outside the civil service (Corporate, and Private Sector, NGO, etc) must fulfill all relevant 

criteria prescribed by MoESD in addition to CGI’s criteria.

Ministry of Education and Skills Development (the Ministry will ensure relevance and eligibility);

6.1. The selection of the applicants will be based on merit and successful applicants will be notified by the CGI,

Therefore, no additional financial benefits from the RGoB shall be 

admissible to candidates under this scholarship. 
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8.2. The scholarship Award will cover 6 weeks refresher courses, followed by 2 years of Master’s degree, subject 

to an annual review of the scholar’s satisfactory progress. Refresher courses will tentatively commence in 

June 2026,  while the academic program will commence in August 2026.  

8.3. No considerations shall be given to applications with incomplete supporting documents.
